McKenzie Seminar

1. Field of study

The field of study of this seminar is
the "Economics of the Family". Gary

Becker was awarded the Nobel Prize in
1992 “for having extended the domain of
microeconomic analysis to a wide range
interaction,

of human behavior and

including nonmarket behavior.” He is

acknowledged as the birth parent of

the modern research area commonly

known as the “Economics of the Family”.

The Becker-style approach emphasizes

the ability of economics to explain, for

example, why people marry, why
people divorce, why they have children,
and why first born children are
advantaged.

This seminar will focus on empirical
analyses related to the Economics of

the Family using data sets available

from Keio University’s Panel Data
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Research Center, for example, the

Japan Household Panel Survey (JHPS),

the University of Tokyo’s Center for

Social Research and Data Archives, and

other publicly available cross-sectional

and panel data sets.

McKenzie’s current research area is the

Economics of the Family, and focuses on

the impact of the gender of children on

their mother’s labour supply, the impact

of birth order and gender on parental

allocations of their financial and time
resources to their children, and child

poverty.

2. Expectation for students

In this seminar, students are expected
to undertake empirical research that is
strongly based on economic theory. For
this purpose, it is important that
students have a good understanding of
microeconomics and statistics. It is

desirable that 3rd year students take



econometrics related courses.
